NUMM writes to
CM in regards to
urban land ceiling
SENIOR office bearers of
Nagrik Upbhokta
Margadarshak Manch
(NUMM) have e-mailed a
letter to Chief Minister,
Shivraj Singh Chouhan
and the State Chief
Secretary demanding
immediate steps in urban
land ceiling issue.

Kathonda, Kachnari,
Tilhari, Parswada,
Jamtara, Piparia, Tighra
and Ghana have been
affected by urban ceiling.

THE Bhopal Municipal
Corporation (BMC) will organ-
ise Lok Adalat on September 9
to provide relief to tax payers
from the surcharge. The resi-
dents should settle their dues
of property and water tax in
their nearest ward or zone
offices. Also, the disputes relat-
ed to the taxes will be resolved
in the Lok Adalat.

The residents will receive a
rebate in the surcharge of their
taxes according to their
amount. Such cases where due
amount of the property tax and
surcharge is below or up to Rs
50,000 will be exepmted from
the surcharge. There will be
100% exemption on surcharge
in these cases, said a release.

BMC officials said that there
will be 50% rebate on surhcarge
in such cases with dues between
Rs 50,000 and Rs 1 lakh. If the
amount exceeds Rs 1 lakh then
there will be a rebate of up to
25% on surcharge.

The release states that ther

will be a rebate of 100 per cent,
75 per cent and 50 per cent on
the dues on water tax and sur-
charge depending upong the
amount. If the amount of tax
and surcharge is upto Rs 10,000
then there will be 100 per cent
rebate. If the due exceeds Rs
10,000 and is below Rs 50,000
then there will be 75 per cent
rebate on surcharge. 

Similarly, there will be 50 per
cent rebate on the surcharge if
the amount exceeds Rs 50,000,
the releases says.

The facility is available only
on Saturday and at least 50 per
cent of the amount has to be
deposited on the day.

Also, the rebate will be 
provided only on the dues 
of financial year 2022-23, said
the release.

BMC witnessses a rise in 
revenue collection during the
Lok Adalats. Municipal
Commissioner Frank Noble has
instructed the officials to adver-
tise about the facility so that
the residents can take benefit
of the rebates.

The final publication of voter
list in State will be released on
October 4. This time the names
of voters will not be removed
from voters list merely on the
basis of complaint by any polit-
ical leader. Names will be
removed from the voters’ list
only after the voter’s permis-
sion, after he/she has filled the
application for deletion of
name, and after adequate
scrutiny and testing of the same.

Chief Electoral Officer
Anupam Rajan said that after
removal of names, a situation
of controversy often arises.
Therefore, now if a person has
passed away, action to remove
his name from voters list will
be taken only after his family
members fill appropriate form
and see the death certificate. 

Similarly, the voters who
have shifted elsewhere and
have not got their names
removed from the voters’ list
at one place and have got their
names added at another place,
should contact them on phone,
discuss with neighbours and
remove their names only after
adequate investigation. Action
will be taken. His name 
cannot be removed from the
voters list without the voter’s
permission.

The names of all the fami-
lies of the State are to be kept
at the same polling station.
Those whose family members
have their names at different
polling stations will be able to
fill the form and take action to
keep the names of their fami-
ly members at one place. If
there is an error in the voter
list, it can also be rectified.
