Mosquitoes prefer people with
Type O blood twice as much as
those with Type A. Almost 85 per
cent of people secrete a chemical
through their skin that reveals the
blood type.

Mosquitoes also smell the
carbon dioxide we breathe out using
the maxillary palp that can detect the
gas from 50 metres away.
Larger people exhale more, which is
why children are bitten less than
adults.

The lactic acid, uric acid,
ammonia and other substances
excreted in sweat and a higher body
temperature are other mosquito
magnets. Since exercising builds up
